Rezumat

NN Asigurari de Viata SA (,NN Asigurari”) este un investitor institutional pe termen lung, cu datoria de a actiona in cel mai bun interes al beneficiarilor politelor de asigurari, clientilor, al actionarilor si al altor parti interesate.
Pentru a indeplini aceasta indatorire, recunoastem importanta incorporarii sistematice a factorilor de mediu, sociali si de guvernanta (,,ESG”) in politicile noastre de investitii, in procesul decizional si in procesele conexe. Pe
de o parte, credem cu tdrie cd acest lucru asigurd decizii de investitii mai bine informate si sprijina optimizarea profilului risc-rentabilitate pe termen lung al portofoliilor de investitii.

Pentru fondurile de plasament
colectiv ale administratorilor externi de active care promoveazad caracteristici de mediu sau sociale sau care au un obiectiv de investitii durabile, ne asteptam ca administratorii de active sa ne raporteze cu privire la activitatile
lor referitoare la abordarea principalelor efecte negative si la rezultatele obtinute.

Descrierea principalelor efecte negative asupra factorilor de durabilitate — Tabelul 1

NN Asigurari recunoaste mai multe modalitati de atenuare a impactului negativ asupra factorilor ESG, cele mai importante fiind exercitarea drepturilor de vot, implicarea cu companiile in care s-a investit si restrictiile de
expunere la anumite sectoare si activitati. Deoarece lucram exclusiv cu manageri externi de active, modul in care efectele negative (principale) sunt luate in considerare in procesul investitional si actiunile de atenuare
intreprinse sau planificate depind de mai multi factori. Acestia includ factori precum tipul de fond sau strategia, clasa de active, managerul extern de active si acuratetea datelor disponibile. Acolo unde este cazul, documentatia
aferentd produselor noastre financiare ofera mai multe informatii despre modul in care produsul financiar ia Tn considerare impactul negativ. Tabelul 1 de mai jos contine principalele efecte negative asupra factorilor de
sustenabilitate si se bazeaza pe date furnizate de Morningstar.

- n prezent, nu este posibil s& avem o perspectivd completd asupra tuturor PAl-urilor cauzate de investitiile noastre, deoarece, in multe cazuri, fie nu exista deloc date disponibile, fie datele se bazeaza pe interpretiri,
estimari sau alte date similare.

- La nivelul emitentilor, raportarea cu privire la informatiile legate de durabilitate este inca in curs de elaborare. Ca atare, existd diferente semnificative intre datele publicate de emitentii europeni (companii si tari) fata
de emitentii din alte parti ale lumii, precum si intre emitentii mari si emitentii mai mici si intre emitentii publici si cei privati, de exemplu. Este prin urmare de asteptat ca datele raportate in acesti primi ani dupa
implementarea SFDR si intr-un cadru de reglementare inca in evolutie, sa fie relativ sensibile la fluctuatii, necesitdnd monitorizare si evaluare continud pentru a asigura conformitatea si integritatea optima a datelor si
facand comparatiile de date anuale dificile. Ne asteptam ca in timp, datele s3 devind mai stabile, ceea ce va face mai usor atribuirea miscarilor indicatorilor la obiective si actiuni specifice pe care le-am luat asupra
portofoliului nostru de investitii.

Summary

NN Asigurari de Viata SA, 549300GK7Z9RSNNVFB27 considers principal adverse impacts of its investment decisions on sustainability factors. The present statement is the statement on principal adverse impacts on sustainability
factors of NN Asigurari de Viata, specifically and exclusively related to its Life Insurance investments assets in scope. The P3 Pensions assets are covered in a separate PAl entity statement for NN Asigurari de Viata, available here.
This separation offers a higher degree of transparency at the entity level and is also relevant due to the nature of the underlying investments and the way they are managed.

This statement on principal adverse impacts on sustainability factors (PAl statement) covers the reference period from 1 January 2025 to 31 December 2025 and covers the financial products in scope of the Sustainable Finance
Disclosure Regulation (SFDR).

NN Asigurari de Viata SA is a long-term institutional investor with a duty to act in the best interest of our policyholders, clients, shareholders, and other stakeholders. To fulfil this duty, we acknowledge the importance of
systematically incorporating Environmental, Social, and Governance (ESG) factors into our investment policies, decision-making and related processes. On the one hand, we strongly believe that this ensures better informed
investment decisions and supports the optimisation of the long term risk-return profile of the investment portfolios. On the other hand, incorporation of ESG factors in our investment decision process, reflects our organisation's
values and further aligns our business with the broader sustainability objectives and expectations of society.

Our assets are managed by asset managers chosen by us. We carefully select asset managers for managing these assets, to ensure that their investment philosophy and approach are aligned with our Responsible Investment
policies.

As part of our approach to responsible investing, we aim to mitigate the negative impacts of our investment decisions on sustainability factors. These negative impacts are also called adverse impacts, whereby the most significant
adverse impacts are referred to as principal adverse impacts. These principal adverse impacts can occur in different areas, namely environmental, social and employee matters, human rights, corruption, and bribery matters.

We consider the adverse impacts of our financial products’ investment decisions through our local Responsible Investment Framework policy, in line with the NN Group’s Rl Policy, available here. The degree and the way the
principal adverse impacts are subsequently considered in the investment process depends on several factors, such as on the type of fund or strategy, asset class, asset manager, and availability of reliable data. Consequently, the
exact application can differ between financial products which, where applicable, is documented in the financial product disclosures in line with the requirements and timelines of the SFDR.

Since we do not have full discretion over the way our assets are managed, for example in collective investment funds other investors are also invested in, we encourage our asset managers to have suitable methodologies, data,
and processes to consider the principal adverse impacts in their investment due diligence and investment decision-making. For collective investment funds of external asset managers that promote environmental or social
characteristics, or that have a sustainable investment objective, we expect asset managers to report to us on their activities to address principal adverse impacts and the achieved results. NN Asigurari de Viatd monitors the
performance of asset managers against PAl indicators. If unusual values or a lack of progress over time are identified, engagement actions may be initiated, and in the absence of sufficient improvements, adjusting the exposure or
terminating the investment relationship may be considered.

As more PAIl data and reporting becomes available, we are better positioned to increasingly monitor the performance of our asset managers in this area and will actively engage with them to further improve their practices and
results.

Our approach specifically includes engagement activities with relevant issuers, monitoring emissions indicators, and prioritizing investments in financial instruments that support the transition to a low-carbon economy, including
green bonds.

We provide more information in this statement on our overall approach to identifying, prioritising, and addressing principal adverse impacts of our investment decisions on sustainability factors for the financial products in scope
of the SFDR. This includes the expectations we have of our external asset managers. Furthermore, we provide the figures (i.e. quantitative values) of the PAl indicators that are mandatory to report on (from Table 1 of Annex | of
Delegated Regulation 2022/1288). These figures have been calculated based on our interpretation of the requirements set out in the Delegated Regulation, and we have considered related guidance, clarifications and frequently
answered questions published by the European Commission and the European Supervisory Authorities. This statement relates to the reference period 01 January — 31 December 2025.

The actions taken and planned for each PAl indicator are detailed in Table 1 below.

This PAI Statement is only applicable to NN Asigurari de Viata, exclusively and specifically related to its Life Insurance assets and only focuses on the adverse impacts of financial products in scope of the SFDR. For NN Asigurari de
Viata this concerns the following product categories: GenT products (full range, including closed-book products), based on UL-funds investments.

Description of the principal adverse impacts on sustainability factors — Table 1

NN Asigurari de Viata recognises several ways of mitigating adverse impacts on ESG factors, the key ones being active ownership (engagement and voting) and restrictions of exposure to certain sectors and activities. We work with
external asset managers, so the way (principal) adverse impacts are considered in the investment process and which exact mitigating actions are taken or planned depends on several factors. This includes factors such as on the
type of fund or strategy, asset class, asset manager, and the availability of reliable data. Where relevant, the disclosures of our financial products provide more insights in how adverse impacts are considered by the financial
product. Table 1 below contains the principal adverse impacts on sustainability factors and is based on the data provided by Morningstar. Table 2 and 3 contain the relevant additional indicators.

In relation to the values of the PAl-indicators in Table 1, we note the following constraints:

- It is currently not possible to have full insights into all PAls caused by our investments, as in many cases there is either no data available at all or the data is based on interpretations, estimates or proxies.

- The reporting by issuers on sustainability-related information is still under development. As such, there are significant differences between data disclosed by European issuers (companies and countries) vis-a-vis issuers from
other parts of the world, as well as between large issuers and smaller issuers, and between public issuer and private issuers, for example. It is therefore expected that the data reported during these first years after SFDR-
implementation and in a still evolving regulatory landscape will be relatively sensitive to fluctuations, necessitating ongoing monitoring and assessment to ensure compliance and optimal data integrity and making year-on-

year data comparisons challenging. We expect that over time, data becomes more stable, which will make it easier to attribute indicator movements to specific targets and actions we have taken on our investment

portfolio.

- NN Asigurari de Viata invests only through external asset managers and in collective investment funds and does therefore not have direct influence on issuers in relation to their performance on PAls.

However, given NN Asigurari de Viata’s Responsible Investment commitment and ambitions, where we have leverage, we will exert it, as described in this PAI statement.

The data sources used to calculate the adverse sustainability indicators are primarily Morningstar and data obtained from external asset managers. As for the periods beyond the 2022 reporting, as a basis for PAl-indicator
aggregation calculations, all investments were considered rather than just covered investments, as in 2022. Please refer for more information about the data sources to the section “Data sources used”, in the chapter “Description
of policies to identify and prioritise principal adverse impacts on sustainability factors”.

In the process of aggregating data to FMP entity data, in certain cases where no data was available, a value of zero (0) has been used for the PAl-indicator. This means that the values of the PAl-indicators reported in the table may
be lowered due to incomplete data availability. The coverage percentage is calculated by dividing the value of the investments for which data was available for an individual PAl-indicator, by the value of the investments for which
that individual PAI-indicator is applicable. The differences in data availability (coverage percentages) are among others related to the constraints mentioned in the introduction above Table 1. With respect to the PAl-indicators
related to GHG emissions (PAl-indicator number 1), it is possible that scope 1, 2 and 3 do not add up to the total GHG emissions reported, due to different coverage percentages.

Description of policies to identify and prioritise principal adverse impacts on sustainability factors

Policy framework addressing our investments’ adverse impacts on ESG factors

We, NN Asigurari de Viata, are part of NN Group and operate within the policy framework NN Group has set up. The NN Group’s approach towards responsible investing is documented in its Responsible Investment (RI) Framework
policy (hereafter Rl Framework policy), to which NN Asigurari de Viata adheres to through its local Rl Policy. The objective of this policy is to support in the systematic incorporation of sustainability risk and opportunities into the
investment process. This includes selecting external asset managers and funds, as well as the due diligence, monitoring, and review of these external asset managers and funds. Within this process, NN Asigurari integrates PAI
indicators into the selection, evaluation, and monitoring stages of asset managers, to the extent that available data and methodologies allow.

The scope of the NN Group RI Framework policy includes both the management of sustainability risk and the consideration of adverse impacts on ESG factors in our investment decision process. The latter is a key part of NN Group’s
approach to Responsible Investing. As a part of NN Group, NN Asigurari de Viata, where possible and feasible, aims to mitigate negative impacts on sustainability factors that our investments may cause. NN Group’s definition of
adverse impacts (including, but not limited to investments) are negative impacts on ESG factors that are caused by or (in)directly linked to NN Group’s activities (strategy, investment decisions, underwriting and operations). In the
context of this PAI statement, adverse impacts are defined as the negative impacts caused by NN Asigurari de Viata’s investments, whereby the most significant adverse impacts are referred to as principal adverse impacts.

The NN Group RI Framework policy applies to every asset category where it is possible and feasible to consider ESG factors. This PAI statement concerns the assets linked to the financial products in scope of the SFDR, namely the
GenT products (full range, including closed-book products), based on UL-funds investments. Given the diversity of the related assets, the exact way that the NN Group Rl Framework policy is implemented may differ per FMP. This
includes the way how adverse impacts of NN Asigurari de Viata’s investment decisions are identified, prioritised, and mitigated. The identification and prioritization of these adverse impacts are based on criteria that include the
potential severity of the impact, the probability of occurrence, and its irremediable nature, in accordance with SFDR requirements and NN Group practices.

Governance and implementation

The NN Group RI Framework policy has been in place since 2014. The objective of the NN Group Responsible Investment (RI) Committee is to ensure suitable governance and monitoring of the development and implementation of
NN Group’s Rl approach. The Rl Framework policy is regularly updated, based on relevant developments related to responsible investment. The Rl Committee approved the latest version of the RI Framework policy in March 2026.
As per this date, NN Asigurari de Viata has a local Rl Policy aligned with the NN Group RI Policy. The latest version of the local Rl Policy was revised in October 2025.

We, NN Asigurari de Viata, apply those elements of the NN Group RI Framework policy that are consistent with the fiduciary responsibility and the mandate provided by our clients, and relevant regulation. Since assets are invested
via collective investment funds managed by external asset managers, we apply a principle-based approach, meaning that where possible and feasible, the key premises and objectives of the local RI policy are expected to be applied
by the external asset manager.

To this end, the local Rl Policy adheres to the key principles and actions prescribed by the NN Group’s Rl Framework, while defining a local governance structure for decision-making.
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Methodology to select additional principal adverse impacts

NN Asigurari de Viata considers additional PAl-indicators from Table 2 and 3 of Delegated Regulation (EU) 2022/1288, namely:
- Indicator 4 from Table 2: Investments in companies without carbon emission reduction initiatives;

- Indicator 9 from Table 3: Lack of a human rights policy.

These additional indicators are considered to be principal to NN Asigurari de Viata. This was determined by assessing factors such as severity, probability of occurrence and potential irremediability of the underlying (direct or
indirect) adverse impact. Furthermore, given the limited data availability and the quality of currently available data for the PAl-indicators listed in Table 2 and 3 of the Delegated Regulation, the indicators selected are those for
which NN Asigurari de Viata is able to measure and monitor the performance of over time. The review of whether these are still the most relevant additional PAl-indicators takes place on a periodic basis. As applies to the
implementation of PAls in general, the degree of implementation of these additional PAl-indicators in the investment process depends on several circumstances, such as whether we have full discretion over the assets or not.

Data sources used

NN Asigurari de Viata works with external asset managers. Their data may be based on different methodologies, or they may not (yet) report on this data. To enhance data availability and comparability across all assets within
product and entity level adverse impacts calculations, NN Asigurari de Viata uses adverse indicator data from a third-party data provider, Morningstar, as the primary data source. In case the adverse impact data is not available in
Morningstar, NN Asigurari de Viata makes use of the data provided via the external managers, preferably delivered by means of the European ESG Template (EET). We expect data coverage to improve in the coming years.
Therefore, we will continue to evaluate different approaches to retrieving PAl-indicator data.

Engagement policies

Engagement and voting, as well as public policy advocacy, are effective ways for investors to hold company management accountable and to create beneficial change. We therefore expect the external asset managers we work
with to address, where possible and feasible, principal adverse impacts via structural voting and engagement activities, underpinned by high quality research and data.

In NN Group’s Rl Framework policy, to which NN Asigurari de Viata adheres through its local RI policy, minimum active ownership criteria are described which we expect all investee companies and external asset managers investing
on behalf of us to respect. Appendix Il of that document contains proxy voting standards and Appendix Il engagement standards.

The extent and manner in which our engagement expectations are reflected in the engagement policies of the external asset manager, may differ between external assets managers. This also holds for how and the extent in which
external asset managers include adverse impacts and specific adverse impact indicators in their engagement policies and how they will adjust their policies based on the development of the principal adverse impacts caused by
their investments.

Where considered needed we proactively engage with our asset managers to further improve their practices, results, and disclosures in this area. We expect our asset managers to periodically report on their engagement activities
and results.

Should we observe unusual, unexpected, or systematically non-improving PAIl values, we will ask the external asset manager what the reason is behind these values and, if relevant, which actions they will take to address these
values. If an external asset manager’s policy is not aligned with the Rl Framework policy or in our view underperforming on the mitigation of adverse impact, NN Asigurari de Viata will start an engagement trajectory with the
external asset manager. A possible outcome could be that the external asset manager adjusts its active ownership policy or its restrictions.

If over time, an external asset manager or fund (still) does not meet the Rl Framework policy criteria and engagement with the external asset manager has not led to sufficient material improvements, NN Asigurari de Viata will
reconsider its investments made in the specific fund or mandate and might consider the potential transition to other external asset managers.

References to international standards

NN Asigurari de Viata, as part of NN Group, adheres to relevant international standards and guidelines, including UN Global Compact and the OECD Guidelines for Multinational Enterprises. To underline our ambitions, NN Group,
including NN Asigurari de Viata, has endorsed various national and international initiatives, and we are a member of various relevant international organisations. For an overview, please visit NN Group’s website. The NN Group’s
commitment to international standards is also reflected in our investment approach, which incorporates the 10 principles of UN Global Compact, the UN Guiding Principles on Business and Human Rights (UNGPs) and the OECD
Guidelines for Multinational Enterprises. These have been translated in our Responsible Investment Framework policy by including minimum criteria that have to be adhered to in the investment process. NN Asigurari de Viata
actively tracks indications of violations of NN’s norms-based responsible investing criteria. Such indications include research from our external ESG research or engagement provider(s), input from own (investment) staff, our asset
managers, and information from NGOs or media sources. Since we do not have full discretion over the way our assets are managed, we encourage our external asset managers to integrate these international norms and standards
in their investment process.

NN Group is a member of several climate change initiatives and NN Asigurari de Viata encourages our external asset managers to adopt a net-zero or climate transition strategy, where relevant, possible, and feasible. Where the
external asset manager has a climate change, net-zero or other climate strategy in place, it depends on the external asset manager whether a forward-looking climate scenario is used and what it is based on.

From the PAls mentioned in table 1, 2 and 3 in this PAl statement, the following ones are (among others) indicators that can be used to measure adherence to or alignment with responsible business conduct codes and internationally
recognised standards for due diligence and reporting and/or the objectives of the Paris Agreement:
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- Table 1, PAl indicator 10: Violations of UN Global Compact principles and Organisation for Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD) Guidelines for Multinational Enterprises;

- Table 1, PAl indicator 11: Lack of processes and compliance mechanisms to monitor compliance with UN Global Compact Principles and OECD Guidelines for Multinational Enterprises;
- Table 1, PAl indicator 16: Investee countries subject to social violations;

- Table 2, PAl indicator 4: Investments in companies without carbon emission reduction initiatives.

As mentioned under “Data sources used” in the section “Description of policies to identify and prioritise principal adverse impacts on sustainability factors”, we expect the external asset managers to collect and report on the data
on adverse impacts and therefore also responsible for the methodology and data used to measure the adherence or alighment with international standards. The scope of coverage, data sources, and whether the methodology
used forecasts for the principal adverse impacts of investee companies may therefore vary between external asset managers. This also relates to the potential use of any forward-looking climate scenarios.

Historical comparison

The PAl-indicator data over 2022, 2023, 2024 and 2025 can be found in table 1 of this disclosure. At this moment in time, it is not possible for NN Asigurari de Viata to attribute specific changes in underlying PAl-indicator data to
specific targets and actions we have taken on our investment portfolio, given the reasons described before.
